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REPORT OF THE VISIT TO SANJAN, DISTT. VALSAD, GUJARAT ON 18th November, 2008

18th Novemaber, each year, is observed by the Parsis, as Sanjan Day to commemorate the historic landing of the Parsis in India on the sacred soil of Sanjan 1292 years back. It was on this date that a small boat carrying some Parsi men and women, landed at Sanjan and made India their home.  They brought the sacred fire from Iran as they were             persecuted by Muslims and were not allowed to follow their Zoroastrian faith.


This year the Sanjan Committee invited me to be the Chief Guest on the occasion and to address the Parsi gathering of over a thousand and more on the benefits of Prime Minister’s 15 Point Programme.


The Programme started with Jashan at 9.00 a.m.  This was followed by the function from 10.30 to 1.30 p.m.  All the trustees of Mumbai Parsi Panchayat and Parsis from Udvada, Navsari, Surat, Valsad and Mumbai had gathered.  I spoke at length on the P.M.’s 15 Point Programme and the placement of Parsi SSC/HSC students for training in Parsi establishments.  A number of questions were raised and answered.  I also distributed the Pamphlet pertaining to the P.M.’s 15 Point Programme and the scheme of placing the Parsi youngsters for training in Parsi establishments.
